Schedule Rank — Rank of schedule strength compared to other Division I-A teams of actual games played divided by 25. This component is calculated by determining the cumulative won/loss records of
the team’ s opponent (66 2/3 percent) and the cumulative won/loss records of the team’ s opponents opponents (33 1/3 percent).
L osses — One point for each loss during the season.
Quality Win Component - The quality win component will reward to varying degrees teams that defeat opponents ranked among the top 15 in the weekly standings. The bonus point scale will range
from ahigh of 1.5 points for awin over the top ranked team to alow of 0.1 for avictory over the 15th-ranked BCS team. The BCS Standings at the end of the season will determine final quality win
points. If ateam registersavictory over ateam more than once during the regular season, quality points will be awarded just once. Quality win points are based on the standings determined by the
subtotal. Thefinal standings are reconfigured to reflect the quality win point deduction.
Notes: The Rose Bowl on January 3, 2002, will host the BCS National Championship Game and determine which team will be presented The National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame's
MacArthur Bowl Trophy and the Sears Trophy.
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
